Distinctively boutique, Te Kairanga was established over 25 years ago and is one of
Martinborough’s founding wineries. We have six vineyards here, each with its own
distinctive characteristics and suited to different varieties and viticultural practises. Our
focus is handcrafted, benchmark wine that showcase old world style with new world flair,
and are true representations of the Martinborough growing region.

MARTINBOROUGH

The small wine region of Martinborough is located at the foot of New Zealand's North
Island at a latitude of 40 degrees south. Here, the combination of geology and
geography has created the perfect climate and terrain for aromatic wines.

The stone-filled river terraces are free-draining while the topsoils vary from slope to
slope. The mountains protect us from harsh elements and we enjoy long dry days and
cool nights. The vines grow less vigorously in the cool, breezy conditions, so yields are
lower and the flavours more intense. Our long dry autumns provide the right balance of
warm days (creating ripeness) and cool nights (providing elegance) for producing top
quality Sauvignon Blanc.

Our 2011 Estate Sauvignon Blanc boasts aromas of fresh
passionfruit and lime that follow through on the palate. Partial
barrel fermentation gives the wine a generous mouthfeel and
slightly creamy texture. Low acids make it ideal for pairing with
food.
