Dist inct ive ly  bout ique,  Te Kai ranga was establ ished over  25 years ago and is  one of  
Mart inborough’s  founding winer ies.  We have s ix  v ineyards here,  each wi th i ts  own 
dis t inct ive character is t ics   and  sui ted to d i f feren t  var iet ies  and v i t icu l tura l  pract ises.  Our 
focus is  handcraf ted,  benchmark wines that  showcase o ld wor ld s ty le  wi th new wor ld  
f la i r ,  and are t rue representat ions of  the Mart inborough growing region.  

Runholder 

Runholder  is  named for  John Mart in ,  a man who purchased a “ run”  of  land in Southern  
Wairarapa and founded the township of  Mart inborough,  which is  where the f i rs t  v ines in 
the region were p lanted.  Te Kai ranga current ly  s i ts  on part  of  John Mart in ’s  or ig inal  land 
hold ings and the  Runho lder  Pinot  Noi r  is  craf ted f rom parcels  of  f ru i t  f rom our  home 
v ineyards.  

Winemaking 

Low-cropping v ines,  select ive hand-pick ing,  smal l  batch fermentat ion and sensi t ive oak 
handl ing contr ibute to  producing th is  f ine wine.  Winemaking is  ‘hands-on, ’  wi th 
t radi t ional  fe rmentat ion  in smal l  vats  ( two to three tonnes),  hand-plung ing and gent le 
press ing of f .  Our winemaking fac i l i ty  uses ‘gravi ty ’  pr inc ip les for  gent le handl ing of  the 
grapes -  a key contr ibutor  to qual i ty .
