Our 
focus is  handcraf ted,  benchmark  Pinot  Noi rs  that  showcase old  wor ld  s ty le  wi th  new 
wor ld  f la i r ,  and are t rue representat ions  of  the Mart inborough  growing region.

The smal l  wine region of  Mart inborough  is  located at  the foot  of  New Zealand's  North  
Is land at  a lat i tude  of  40 degrees  south .  Here,  the combinat ion  of  geology  and 
geography  has created the perfect  c l imate  and terra in  for  Pinot  Noi r  and aromat ic  wines .  
 
The stone-f i l led r iver  te rraces  are f ree-drain ing  whi le  the topsoi ls  vary  f rom s lope to  
s lope.  The mountains  protect  us f rom harsh e lements  and we enjoy  long dry  days and 
cool  n ights .  The v ines  grow less v igorously  in  the cool ,  breezy  condi t ions,  so y ie lds  are 
lower  and the f lavours  more intense.  Our  long dry  autumns prov ide  the  r ight  balance  of  
warm days (creat ing  r ipeness)  and cool  n ights  (prov id ing  e legance)  fo r  producing  top  
qual i ty  Pinot  Noi r  and other ear ly -r ipening  var iet ies .
